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The book is the completed edition of the booklet titled “Women
and Violence”. The first book has been published on the basis of the
results of pilot research held by the “Shafag™ Initiative Group under
UNDFP Gender Project. The group noted above was registered at the
Ministry of Justice as "Syvmmerry” Azeri Gender Association. The first
tssue of the bookler caused a great interest 1o this problem in the
public ond the researches conducted in this held revealed a number of
Jorms and aspects of violence against women, as well as the existing
needs lo the guestion concerning prevention and elimination of such
cases in ihe sociery.

Under Beijing Platform, vielences taking places during military
conflicis are considered to be one of the most horrible types of vio-
fence. Those wemen and children thar have been subject to the vio-
lence during the occupation of the Azeri lerritories by the Armenian
military wnits are still suffering from its consequences. A special
chapter of the present book has been devoted 1o this problem.

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VIOLENCE DURING MILITARY CONFLICTS

Abuse of the rights of waemen living in the zones of military
conflices iy viplation of the fundamental principles of interna-
tional law in the sphere of human rights and soctal law.

{ Beifing Platform for Action, Art. 131)

Problems regarding refugees and internally displaced persons have
very deep rools in Azerbaijan. The Russian Emipire moved a group of
Armenians living in Iran and Armenia to Karabakh in 1828-1830.
This transfer cansed conflicts and disputes among the population of
Nagomo Karabakh. The inhabitants were either exterminated or forced
te move to the different pleas of the country. In 1948-1933, more than
100 thousand Azeris were forced to settle in the area of Azerbaijan,
being “cleansed” from Armenia. 230 thousand Azeris were relocated
from Armenia in 1988-1989 following the collapse of the Soviet Un-
ion. 50 thousand Meskheti Turks fled from Central Asia to Azerbai-

Jan as a resylt of the ethnic conflicts taking place in the area of for-

mer Soviet Union.

In 1990-1994, Armenia had cccupied some [7.000 squaye kilo-
meters of the territory of Azerbaijan including 14 district centers and
834 wvillages, as well as forced migration of approximately 700,000
Azen citizens from the Nagomo-Karabakh and adjacent regions. Their
stream flow shrouded the whole republic.

Karabakh conflict and occupation of the arcas near to Karabakh
by the Armenian military units led to formation of a new social stra-
tum, that 15 refugees and internally displaced persons.

This was a very tough test for Azerbajjan. Cyrrently there are
tent-towns in all cities and districts of the country.  The following
map shows how refugees have settled in the area of Azerbaijan.

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Women and children constitute a more vulnerable pant of the
refugees as 28.7% of refugees and 71.3% of internally displaced per-
SONS 4re women.

The following diagrams show how refugee and internally dis-
placed women have settled by the regions of Azerbajan.

Refugee women
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Wars and mibtary conflicis - the sole legitimated type of human
aggression from a moral standpoint - as a rule vse violence as a mili-
tary tactic and employ its most abominable forms. Vielence is often
used to destroy peaceful populations, and the greatest vicums are
women, girls and childgen.

Acts of military violence and terrorism against women, inciuding
systematic rape, sexual slavery, forced pregnancy and hostage-taking
against females living within zones of military contlicts, are violations
of women’s human rights.  "Abuse of the rights of women living in
the zones of military conflicts is violation of the fundamental princi-
ples of international law in the sphere of human rnghts and social law”
(Beljing Conference on Women's Position, Article 131).

Hostage-taking became onz of the most wide-spread types of
violence in the CIS after reconstruenon period. Most of the time
women and children encounter this danger in the zones of military
contlicts. According o data collected by the Special Republic Com-
mission for Military Hostages and Captives, there are currently 347
Azert women and 39 children being held as hostages in Armenia. In
spite of fforts targeted at finding. identifying and obtaining their re-
lease, little progress has been made thus far. Although a UN Resolu
tion on the "Liberation of Women and Children Hostages taken within

I
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Zones of Militwy Conflicts” was adopted in 1995, this ssue is still
remalning open.

The protection of women's rights during nilitary conflicts and the
protocols for doing so are provided for in the 1949 Geneva Conven-
tion on the Preservation of Civilian Populations during War.  These
protocols state that women should be protecied from any aggression,
including rape and forced prostitution. But the past decade has re-
vedled that @ number of countries den't comply with the norms of in-
ternacional faw. This is also related to the aggressive country Arme-
mia. which has used all unacceplable ways of violence against inhabi-
Lants.

Violence against women during military conflicts has also been
used #s a tactic to relocate them from their native lands. Women
have been forced 1o leave their homes on account of a reasoned fear.
" However, women are sebject (o violence and exploitation even on the
way and the places where they settle, for instance in ilent-towns.
There are a number of factors causing the increase of violence threat
against refugee and internally displaced women.  These are social
factors and they include economic problems. ending of traditional so-
cial protection mechamsms, psychological unsteadiness of refugee
men, disrespect of men towards women and girls; and their incapacity
(o mapage their actions.

The other factor is concerning geographical places where refugee
camps and tenl-towns are located. Life conditions are very difficult n
these places. Women's dependence on men has led to their exploita-
tion.  Inadequate protection of refugee and internally displaced
women, indiscretion and lack of penalizing those who perform acts of
violence are the features that enhance this risk.

Violence that women living in refugee camps and tent-towns
come upan may be sexual, physical and psychological (such as curse,
threat, whipping, assault, rape, and women traflzeking).

Indeed 1t has not been reported when women in Azerbaijan, espe-
cial refugee and internally displaced women arc exposcd to violenee
by the representatives of law and protection bodies: however this
sphere needs o be examined.

Difficult outcomes of sexual violence include deterioration of
women's reproductive health, their contamination with sexuaily trans-
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mitted diseases (such as HIV, AIDS, etc.), unwanted pregnancies and
other inconsistencies concerning the repraductive sphere.

Vialence executed agamst women ruins the victim. destroys her
physical and psychic umity as a personality.

In Azerbajjan, no research has been conducted on revealing vio
lence facts performed against refugee and internally displaced women.
However, the experience of some countrics exposes that both during
military conflicts and in the periods when its outcomes are experi-
cnced, this problem always exists everywhere.

It 1s necessary to take measures to perform a broad scepe of ac-
uvitics on psychological rehabilitation of refugee and interpally dis-
placed women exposed o viplence, to provide protection of their
nghts, to make them aware of their rights, to protect them against
viglence as well.

The Azerbaijan Government pavs a great attention to the refugee
and internally displaced persons.

In 1989-1999, the Azerbaijan Government bas adopted 110
documents adjusting their position. Its Revised Version with amend-
ments was adopted i 1992, Alse the "Law on Reinforcement of So-
cial Protection of Internally Displaced Persous” was adopted in 1999,

In 1998, the state program on problems of refugees and imternally
displaced persons was recognized.  In accordance with this program,
all state organizations operating in the country will perform special
activities in order (o assist refugees and internally displaced persons.
The President of Republic has signed the Program and its execulion is
compulsory.

DOMESTIC VIOLENCE

Violence against women is one of the
obstacles to the achievement of the objectives
of equality, development and peace.

{Beying Platform for Action Art 112)

Humarnity experiences violence during the whole history of its
existence Violence has global (wars. international conflicts) and local
forms. which oceur in the society and famijy.

In 1970, at the conterence held in Paris by UNESCO, the out-
standing physiologist Khose Delgado stated with confidence, corrobo-
rated by Ms expeniments that within near five years we'll be witnesses
‘of the revolution m the field of treatment of aggressive behavior just
as various infectious diseases are treated by antibiotics. Anotlier par-
ticipant of ulls conferance. Prof. Bargelo also considered that human-
ity at least has all the grounds for hopes on world cooperation and it
necds only to make several steps to become wars hopelessty anti-
quated way of human intercourse. However, he assigned for it two or
three centuries In any case 1t is clear today: within past almost three
decades aggression and violence as 18 consequences weren't decreased
m the planet. and moreover its various forms have appeared.

Violence s differentiated, widening not only arsenal of means,
but slso spheres of its application, its new forms appeared, old ways
are used in the new technical performance.

Qutbreak of growth of population in the last guarter of 20" cen-
tury, increase of rates of urbanization, swelling of the citics raise not
only problems of dwelling and food. The main peculiarity is that
growth of population and hypertrephy of the society reduce the level
of tolerance of the people, increase gquantity of depressed reactions,
neurasis and aggressive behavior,

Women are a more vulnerable pant of population, and violence
perpetrated against them is a manifestation of the historically unequal

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The resulis of the special anonymous interrogation and sociologi-
cal investigation conducted in four zones of Azerbaijan in 199§ by the
"Gender in Development” Unit revealed 37% of replies in which the
iacts of violence against women were confessed.

As 18 generally known Azerbajjan long since 38 a big Cenire of
oil industry. Since the seeond part of 197 century under the influence
of needs of world market, all the industry of the country was directed
to the development of oil-extracting and oil-processing enterprizes,
which allowed to develop other vitally important fields of the mdus-
ry, such as chemical, transport etc.

All these factors ralsed in more extent significance of Azerbaijan
on a world scale, however resulted in deterioration of ccological
sitnation. In spiie of great democratic changes and changes in the
sphere of ceongmics at present there are certain problems concerning
ccological ones. Wave of migratory processes, occurring in the coun-
ry as a result of not-proclaimed war with Armenia should be spe
cially noted.

In their nstive land thousands of fauilies became refugees. 20%
of the tomitory of Azerbajan were occupicd, thousands of enterprises
establishments and dwelling houses went to ruins.

Transiticnal period in the cconomics of the country, sharp rise in
prices, increase of number of the unemploved, collapse of the former
integrated systems have resnited i the poverly of population, mental
stresses, Women in this sitwation turned out 1o be the most vulnerabie
part of population.

At the Fourth World Conference on Wemen, viclence against wo-
men was recognized as most wide-spread vielation of human rights
(Beijing, 1995).

Certainly man has some hialogical virtues. conditioning Ms ag-
gressivengss bul in 1ls main virtaes, aggressiveness is formed by indi-
vidual experience. It means that it is possible to learmn to aggressive-
ness, and 11 depends on the cultural factor.

In the process of evolution man lost his universal instinet forbid-
ding to kill similar ones to himself. Simultancously the social mstitu-



tions, which trivd to regelate splashes of aggression and violence of
man, were established. Av a reply to tlls, aggressiveness finds various
forms of manifestation which are a burden to the society as a norm of
behavier of its members. This norm in some cases 15 oven socially
approved. Violence against women is applied 10 such forms.

"Vielence against women  includes very various acts  which
threaten lifg, physical and psychological immunity and freedom of
women and by their intentions and consequences promote consolidi-
tion of power and control from the side of men”. - Universal Declara-
tion on Homan Rights, Article 27(2).

Violence against women can be classified by the places of its
committing {in fwmily, society) and by nature (physical. mental, sex-
ual), cach of which has its own types.

‘ Violence during military conflicts constitutes the special group.

Ixposure of facts of violence against women

The present investigation was conducted in Azerbaijan for the
first thme by UNDP "Gender in Development”™ Unit. speciul question-
naires for exposure of facts of violence against women were clabo-
rated

Interregation was conducted i the several regions of the Republic
{Nakhichevap, Gandja, Sheta, Ismailli) among the women at the ages
19 60 37% of respondents noted the facts of viglence.

The Jatter suggests an idea of concealment of frequency of facts
of violence, may be for the reasons of security and fear.

Violence to which women are subjected besides its forms of
manifestaiion (physical, mental, sexual) has places of ils action too.

32¢% of women were subjected to acts of violence m the family,
where they were born, 38% in the family of their husbands, 10% were
victims of violence in social life (at working placs, street).

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Thus more often women are subjected to acts of violence from
the side of husband and his refatives, members of Us family-father-in-
law, mother-mn-law, brother-in-law.

As 15 generally known, violence is differentiated to various kinds:
physical, mental, sexual.

Limits between these Kinds of violence are tricky, as in somc
cases 31 1% difficult to differenvate varions forms of violence. at the
sight that woman can be subjected to insulting assauit and battery si-
multaneously. Besides 1t woman in some cases becomes victim of
violence both in the houses of parents (from the side of father,
mother, brother) and in the family of hushand.

The presented diagram gives @ full idea of facts of perpetrated
acts of violence agamst women according to data of our investigation.

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The revealed indexes of violence are evidence of prevailing of
domestic viplence which in s tum is 4n index of temsity of
interfamily relations Sense of fear, limitation of vital perspectives of
women in one hand blockade their aspirations for equality of rights
and develppment, and in another hand prevent from creation of nor-
mal conditions for upbrninging of children, forming negative bebhavioral
social stereotypes Only 7% of women who were subjected te acts of
violence comprehend 1t as @ factor complicating their family life. It is
cvidence of the expressed tendency of conversion of violence 1o
commonplace and admissible occurrence.

Unfortunately the official statistes does not reflect the real pic-
ture af crimes against women in this sphere.

Uneffective work of law-protecting badies, a weak system of state
statistics, lack of social insttutions defending victims of viglence and
non-approval of public discussion of facts of vialence, cspecially the
sexual violepce without megative results for its victms-women and
2irls make them abstain from appeal o law-protecting bodies. ALl thas
does-. not give a possibility to assess the real situation and render ap-
propriate assistance o the victims.

Analysis of the several questions concernung dependence of so-
clal-econesmic and other aspects inflyencing on perpetration of acts of
viclenge against women revealed the following.

Neither age of woman, nor level of her education and social
status do not especially influence on perpetration of  acts of violence
against women Among the women who were subjected to acts of
violence 24% have secondary, 2% higher education, 619 are married,
13,7% are not married, 14,8% are divorced, and 10%-widows,

However violence is connected with the level of income of family
44'% of wtul number of perpetrated acts of violence is eceurred in the
famifics with lower income 73'% of respondents, that were subjected
o acts of vislence consider lack of money as a main problem of their
family.™
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Nevertheless working women are subjected to acts of violence
almost 2 times more than not - working ones (appropriately 64% and

Violence and reproductive health

As a result of the present investigation an interesging connection
between the facts of viclence against women and reproductive health
of family was revealed.

Ethnographic and historical fearures of Azerbaijan consglidated a
social medel ol prionity of men in the soctal life

In this connection at all problems concerning violation of repro-
ductive health and barth ooly of girls in the family, women were tra-
ditionally accused, being mfluenced physically, mentally and emotion-
ally.

By the determination of International Conference on Population

and Drevelopment (I C P D, 1994}, reproductive health is a pesition of

full physical, mental and social welfare, At the mentioned conference
ecqual rghts of men and women on the reproductive and sexual health
were defined - “equality between men and women In the guestions
concerning sexual infercourse and reproduction, including the full re-
spect on physical immunity of men requires mutual respect and wish
to tuke the responsibility for the consequences of sexual intercourses™.

The conception of reproductive health also includes the guestions
of birth of fully healthy generation.

Azerbayan is one of the world countries with high frequency of
spreading heredinary discases. The cause of such an cccurrence is high
frequency of spreading of blood-related marriages in the Republic,
weak instructive work among popuiation concerning reproductive and
genetic health, and non-perfection of services of Medico-Genetic ad-
Viging,

Ongin of consanguincous marriages in Axerbaijan has its geoe-
graphical and historical explanation.
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From the geographical point of view Azerbajan i1 a polymor-
phous country, where plain, foothills and mountain landscapes are
presented approximately in equal extent. Population settled foothills
and mountain localities (and it is two thirds of all territory of the
country), by force of geographical conditions were isolated cach from
other. For promoting number of population, transmission of cultural
values from generation to generation blood-related and endemic mar-
riages were widely spread which conditioned spreading  hereditary
pathelogy and further development of subscquent generations in these
famlics.

There are many proverbs concerning cousin marriages in Azer-
baijan: "Marriage of cousins is concluded in heavens by angels”, "To
marry bad girl to strange man is a shame. and to marry good girl to
strange man is a pity”

Blood-related marriages are the marnages between genetic rela-
{ives, having common ancestors in one or several generations. They
increase extent of risk of hereditary diseases, birth of children with
physical, and mental backwardness. The nearer blood relationship
between husband and wife, the higher extent of nisk. However it is
necessary 1o mark that persons being in related marriages not always
realize cousin marriages and other forms of marriages (such, for in-
stance, among the relatives of II, 111, IV degrees of relationship) as
related ones.

Mavbe lack of deliberate idea s one of the moments of spreading
families with multiple related marriages, which tells on the genetic
health of generation.

The President of Azerbayjan Republic Hevdar Alivev especially
noticed the preblem of spreading of blood-related marriages in Ais
speech in the opening of the Republic Center of Health of Family, 29
December, 1995, The President emphasized the necessity of holding
wide sanitary-instructive mieasures gmong the people concerming pos-
sible results of blood-related marriages as well as improvement of
medico-genetic service, service of pre-birth diagnostics directed to the



prophylaxis of spreading hereduitary diseases and birth of physically
and mentally retarded children.

In many world countrics the blood-related marmages are also
widely spread but migration processes and legal limitations decrease
frequency of thewr spreading among population.

As for mstance n such two developed countries as the USA and
the Great Britain with their high human potentials there arc legal
Limitations on marriages (P. Harper, 1981).

The problem s not to apply legal imitatiaas gn the related mar-
riages accordingly our Republic, but 15 to understand the nccessity of
instructive work among people concerning possible results of these
morsiages and methods allowing prevention of sick children.

In the guestionnaires, with presence of related marniages where
the facts of violence were not marked, breaches of repraductive health
were revealed m 36% of cases, when in the questionnaires without
presence of related marriages only 7% of respondents noticed it
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The further analysis of the existent connection between breach of
the reproductive health of family and facts of violence against women
revealed 48,5% of cases where respondents indicated this dependence.

In the rest cases it is possible to suggest that the certain problems
connected with breach of reproductive health bring to the psychologi-
cal tension i family, may be serving as an indirect cause provoking
violence againgt women,

The social-economic analysis of questionnaire without indication
of the facts of violence revealed following: working women - 316,
and not-working women - 18,9%.

Age of questionned women: 18-54.

20% of women have higher education. 43% 1echnical edacation,
24% are married, 2% are divorced, and 11% are widows. 74.5% of
questioned women indicate to the had material position.

Analysis of the questionnaires with the facts of violence against
women indicates burdening and dependence of women in the connec-
uon with complications of reproductive health as well as notes de-
pendence of breaches of the reproductive health on frequency of
spreading of (he related marriages.

Women is such cases are under double pressing feeling torture
connected with the problem of birth as well as sense of guilt imposed
from the sides of husband and own family (mother, father) sometimes
to the extreme measures: 1o mental diseases, aggression and crimes
and in some cases to autoaggression.
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Ag an instance 1t s possible to consider observance over MLG.,
bom in 1963. Being in the related marriage with her husband she had
3 pregnancies, which ended by stillbormness.

Accusation. memtal and physical vielence from the side of hus-
band and his relatives brought her to the extremely depressive state
and when calling her husband on another woman she accomplished
self-tmmolation

At present this woman is living with the traces of deep bums on
her face and body, with the weakened mental health.

By the data of report in accordance with the project for OKSFAM
(Ociober, 1997y called "Defense of rights of women in the prison”,
10% of women were convicted by the Articles 93, 94 (auempt upon
smb's life and murder). They had experienced violence against them-
selves in the family and society, which served as a cause of their
crimes (79%).

Independently of that where viclence occurs (in family, society,
during the wars or other social conflicts) its consequences are de-
structive both for all of its paricipanis - vieims of violence, persons
perpetrating 1, ity witnesses and for the normal development of the
society.

The present inveshigation 18 z pilot one, however i already ndi-
cates existence of such a big problem - violence against women, and
connection of reproductive health with the violence in Family.

Investigations revealed also close dependence of worsening of ge-
netic and reproductive health on blood-related marnages. It 1s neces-
sary to make a wider screenming covering the problem of reproductive
health of family and violence against women with the parallel ques-
tioning of men and women

The Fourth World Conference on Waomen held in Beijing adopted
Declaration and Pladorin for Actions in the sphere of increasing
women rights, rights on physical, reproductive and mental health.

Far promotion reducing of facts of violence as well as develop-
ment and security of family and society 1t is needed:

-to study causes provoking violence against women,
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- to establish Crisis Centre for assistance to women, who were
subjected o violence,

-to conduct wide instructive works for related marriages, genetic
and reproductive health of women and men,

-to advance legal status of women,

- to change existent stercotype ideas of domination over by men
In 1979, UN General Assembiy ratified the Convention on the Elimi-
nation of All Forms of discrimination against Women, and the equal-
ity of rights between men and women were confumed. On 10 June,
19935 Azerbaijan signed the Conveation On the Elimination of All
Forms of Discrimination against Women (CEDAW) without any

changes.
