Several years have passed already since
the political changes in Eastern Europe afl-
fected also the three Republics in the South
Caucasus — Armenia, Azerbaijan and Geor-
gia.

Contractual rela-
tions with the European Union have inten-
sified after the signature of Partnership and
Cooperation Agreements with all the three
countries which came into force as of 1" of
July 1999, An even increased political dia-
logue between the European Union and
these countries has started very recently.
The process of economic and social transi-
tion is gaining speed, progress is made in
various areas of economic and social devel-
opment and therefore, needs for reliable and
comprehensive data for its monitoring have
enlarged.

For supporting the process of decision
making based on sound data across the re-
gion the three south Caucasian Republics
collected and put together a comprehensive
overview about the economic and social life
in their countries. With this second edition
of the “Statistical Yearbook of the South
Caucasus”™ a reference publication is pro-
vided by the Statistical Offices of Armenia,
Azerbaijan and Georgia with the broadest

Natural increase is the difference
between live births and deaths in a certain
year.

Age-specific birth rates characterize
average annual birth of women of cach age
group.

While
calculating the birth rate for the age group
under 20 years, the denominator includes
the number of women at the age of 15-19
vears old. While calcuwlating the birth rate
Jor the age group of 15-49 years, the
numerator contains all births including
births to women under 15 years old and at
the age of 50 and over.

Age-specific death rates characierize
average death rates for each age group.
Death rates are calculated as the ratio of
the number of deaths of a given age during
a calendar year to the midyear number of
population of the given age (by current
estimates).

Life expectancy at birth is an average
number of vears to be lived by a person
from a hypothetical cohort, assuming the
mortality level of each age remains the
same as in the years for which the rate is
compiited.

Data related to the migration of population
are compiled through tabulation of statistical
records (forms) filled our by internal affairs
bodies cavering arrivals and departures
registered simultaneously with filling out “address
Jorms ' (arrivaly and departures registration).

Secondary education covers classes 10 to
11 in Azerbaijan and Georgia and classes
910 10 (11) in Armenia, The school-age
starts at 6 in Azerbaijan and Georgia and
at 7 in Armenia. In Armenia compulsory
education according to law is completion
of 8 classes (basic school), in Azerbaijan
completion of 11 classes (secondary
school) and in Georgia completion of 4
classes (primary school).

The System of National Accounts used in
the countries of South Caucasus is based on
the concepts of the 1993 SNA, It is compiled
in view of peculiar organization and

[functioning of an economy in transition which

is under transformation to market orientation.

The SNA provides a comprehensive
accounting framework to compile aggregate
indicators relating to economic development,
highlighting production, incomes and outlays
and their interrelationship. Each stage has its
own special account or a group of accounis.
Thus, it enables 1o monitor the total flows of
goods and services produced, as well as value
added, starting from the initial production
stage to the final use stage.

Presently, the SNA of the countries of
South-Caucasus is not completed. Compiled
are: the production account, generation of
income account, allocation of primary income
account, secondary distribution of income
account, ¢lc. In recent years the Statre
Department for Statistics of Georgia, in
agreement with the IMF and some other
international organizations, has been
carrying out the recalculation of the Gross
domestic product and its aggregateson the
basis of data obtained from new sources.

Production account records trans-actions
directely linked to the production process. In
this account the value added is defined, which
is the basis for calculating the Gross Domestic
Product, a main aggregate of the development
of the econany.

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An institutional unit is considered to be
resident within a country when it has a centre
of economic interest in that territory, i.e. is
engaged or is going to get engaged in some
econemic activities or transactions during a
lang periad, usually assimilated fo one year.

Compensation of employees is defined as
remuneration, in cash or in kind, payvable to
employees in return for work done during the
accounting period. Compensation of employees
is recorded on the basis of gross amounts and
includes contributions to social (nsurance
schemes, income tax deductions, and other
payments, payable by employees, even if these
are actually deducted by administration and
paid directly to social insurance funds, tax
services or any ather institutions on behalf of
the employees.

Other taxes on production consist of all
taxes, except laxes on products, payable by
enterprises in connection with their production
process. The rates of these taxes do not
directly depend on the volume and profitability
of production.

They do not include any taxes on profit or
other incomes received by enterprises. Other
taxes on production include: taxes on use of
natural resources (environment {tax),
payments for land (land tax), licenses, siate
duties and levies payable by enterprises and
organizations, and real estate tax.

Final consumption expenditures of
households include outlays for purchasing
consumer goods and services from all trading
enterprises and city markets, and through non-
organized trade (street vendors), from public
service. passenger transport, comntnications
establishments, hotels, commercial institutions
of culture, health care, education, and also
other consumption of goods and services in
tind, produced for own we (agriculinrol
produce of personal subsidiary plots, impuled
services of owner-occupied dwellings), and
received as labour remuneration and
humanitarian assistance.

General government final consumption
expenditures on individual goods and services
consist of outlays of government institutions
an consumer goods and services intended for
personal consumption.

Such outlays are funded from the state
budget and extra-budget funds.

General government final consumption
expenditures on collective services. This
category is different from the previous one
since {1t includes services rendered by
enterprises and organizations which are
compensated from the state budgel; such
services meet needs of community as a whole,
but not of individual households (expenditures
on defense, government, roads, scientific
activity financed from the state budget and
extra-budget funds, communal services and
services of institutions serving agriculture).

Index of industrial output is a refative
indicator characterizing changes in added
cost in comparable periods.

Indices of industrial output are calcu-
lated based on data related to the dynam-
ies of indicators of production in physical
terms for a definite set of goods with the
further aggregation into branch and total
industry's indices. Average annual prices
of the previous year are taken as constant
prices. To construct a time series the chain
index is applied, Products are valued at con-
stant prices directly at enterprises based
on producer prices. Value added tax, ex-
cise, and other sales taxes are not included
in the industrial output or taken into ac-
count when calculating quantum indices.

Stocks of finished goods comprise the
value of the remainder of finished goods,
which have been completely set, tested, and
accepted in accordance with specifications
and standards, and stored by producers.

Value of goods shipped is defined as
the value of the goods which have been
actually shipped in the reporting period to
customers (including products received on
the spot), of works done, and industrial

The section covers statistics charav-
terizing the retail trade turnover.

Retail trade turnover includes sales of
goods through all retail trade outlets and
is measured as the volunte of sales of goods
10 households by officially registered trade
and public catering enterprises, af
commodity, mixed, and food markels.

The volume of retfail trade at
commodity, mixed, and food markets (in
Armenia and Azerbaijan - excluding
farmers" markets) is measured based on
sample survevs of natural persons. In
Armenia and Azerbajan the turnover of
farmers” markets 1s measured based on
statistical reparting forms.

The retail rade turnover of afficially
registered enterprises Is measured based
on reporting forms completed by these
enterprises on volume of goods sold to
households and volume of sales of selected
goods to enterprises and institutions for
their own needs, and also foodstuffs sold
to enterprises and socio-cultural
instinmlions for catering to be arranged for
relevant population contingents.

Volume of paid services represents the
amount of payments received by producers
cither directly from househalds or from
enterprises (organizations) in return for
services rendered. This volume is calculaied
based on data of relevant reporting farms
(volume of paid services for officially
registered enterprises), and also includes

(including post-graduates) who are directly
involved in performing research and
technical works, and also heads of research
institutions and subdivisions involved in
research activisies.

Excluded are managers and other
accounting and planning staff. financial and
material supply functionaries, and aiso
personnel engaged in supplying scientifie
and technical information, those serving
seientific and technical, and other special
libraries, workers of patent units, laboratory
workers without higher or secandary
specialized education, typists, ete.

The registration of the prices is
made according to a defined list of goods,
which inelude the most representative goods
close by main qualitative parametres, raw
materials used and technological processes
of production. For aggregation of the price
indices by kind of economic activity the data
on the value of indusirial production and
sales are used as the base for weighting.
