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Introduction

Considerable progress has been made in the last
two decades towards standardization of statistical
definitions warldwide, for example in the wide stope of
topics covered by the 1968 and 1993 versions of the
System of MNational Accounts’, the United Mations
Principles and Recommendztions far Population and
Housing Censuses’ and the recommendations on
statistics of the International Labour Organizalion among
many. The internationally recommendsd definitions used
in the present publication are given in the “Data
dictionary”, baginning on p. 223, wilh citations to the
ariginal sources.

In addition, the section “Technical notes”,
beginning on p. 213, contains short descriptions of the
sources for the indicators presented here and the
methodalogies used in their compilation a1 national and
international levels, and describes some of their
limitations and differences from international standards.
