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The statistical information presented to readers in this publication is devoted to the foreign trade of the twelve
countries making up the Commaonwealth of Independent States and the fifteen Member States of the European
Union. The data show the trends in foreign trade during the period 1994-19986 for the CIS as a whole, for the EU
as a whole, for individual countries and for the main commodity groups. An analytical review is also given of the
main tendencies in the foreign economic activity of the CIS and EU countries.

The material in this collection illustrates the major potential for the development of trade between the CIS and
the EU. It is of special interest because many of the EU Member States are the leading trading partners of a
number of CIS countries, which is, to a certain extent, a result of the Partnership and Cocperation Agreements
signed between the European Union and most of the C1S countries.

This publication is also a further practical result of the cooperation between the Interstate Statistical Committee
of the Commonwealth of Independent States and the EU Siatistical Office {Eurostat), with the help of the
Programme of Technical Assistance to the CIS countries (Tacis). Our first joint publication, “The CIS and EU:
Facts and Figures, 1995", was issuad in 1995.

This new collection is being published in both Russian and English and is intended for users in the public sector,
business, research, econamic analysis and any cther fieid in which the problems of economic relaticns between
CIS and EU countries are of interest.

We would like to express cur sincere thanks o the experts who took part in the preparation of this publication.

The statistics shown in this publication were collected
frem the national agencies responsible in the CIS and in
the EU Member States. Their addresses are ingluded in
Annex 2, for further information.

The data presented on the following pages are
provisional and may be revised in the future. The data
for the EU Member States were extracted from the
Comext database on 18 September 1997, those for the
CIS countries were collected in August 1997.

The Member States of the EU and the CIS are listed in
English alphabetic order.

« Undifferentiated trade

For most countries, not all trade can be broken down by
partner country or by product. In Tables 3 and 4 this
component of total trade appears in the «others »
columns (other countries or other products). In Table 5,
this explains the differences between, for example:

- the « World » total and the sum of the continents;

- the « European Union » row and the sum of the
rows for all EU Member States.

The main reasons for such discrepancies are
confidentiality, unknown partner, estimates of intra-EU -
trade, estimation of humanitarian aid, eic.

+ Rounding

All values and the calculations made on the basis of
these values (percentages, growth rates) have been
rounded, usually to the first decimal point. The sum of
the individual values (or percentages) may differ slightly
from the total value (or from 100%).

« Valuation

The values for the EU Member States have been
converted to US dollars using an average annual
conversion rate. For CIS countries in general, values are
converted to US dollars when the freight customs
declaration is completed, using the official exchange
rate of the national bank concerned.

» Economic indicators

The figures for growth in economic indicators (GDP,
industrial production, agricultural production) shown in
this publication are at constant prices.

The ohjective of foreign trade statistics is to quantify by
value and quantity the trade in goods, broken down by
product, between the country in question {or union of
countries) and its partners.

The usual reference basis for the collection, compila-
tion and dissemination of trade statistics is the UN
recommendatiocns on  “International Merchandise
Trade Statistics; Concepts and Definitions”. These
recommendations take into account the fact that the
customs declaration is the primary source of data for
most countries in the world.

The Member States of the European Union have,
however, adopted specific legislation laying down
harmonised rules on the methadology, concepts and
definitions of stafistics on intra-Community trade,
which are no longer based on customs formalities, and
statistics on trade with countries outside the Eurcpean
Union.

Since 1994 the CIS countries gradually began to move
from repori-based foreign trade statistics to statistics
based on customs declarations. It was not until 1996
that all the CIS countries began to use the Freight
Customs Declaration to collect figures on exparts and
imports of goods (Armenia, Azerbaijan, Georgia,
Moldova, Kyrgyzstan, Russia and Turkmenistan
changed over to customs statistics in 1994, Belarus
and Kazahkstan followed suit in 1995; Tajikistan,
Ukraine and Uzbekistan in 1996). For this reason
there are a number of discrepancies bhetween the ex-
port data of exporting countries and the import data of
the partner countries («mirror statistics») in the CIS.
Another reascn for the discrepancy is the incomplete
statistical coverage of the geographical territory of
some CIS countries. For instance, the statistical office
of Moldova presents data excluding the territory of the
left bank of the River Dnestr and the city of Benderi,
the statistical office of Georgia does not cover the
Abkhazian territory, and the statistical office of Azer-
baijan does not include Nagorno-Karabakh territory.

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The volume of foreign trade of the CIS states, including
intra-CIS trade, was 209 billicn dellars in 1998, some 10%
higher than the 1995 level.

This growth was due to increases in both exports and
imports, as the following table shows (in billions of
dollars):

In 1996 in the individual CIS countries the ratio of exports
to GDP varied between 13% and 46%, and that of imports
to GDP between 17% and 62%, which indicates the high
dependency of the ecanomies of the CIS countries on
foreign trade.

1. Extra-CIS trade

1.1 Total extra-CIS trade flows

In 1996 CIS exports to the rest of the world amounted to
88.7 hillien dollars, up 10.9% on the previous year. For
the period 1994-1996 the average annual rate of exports
growth was 18.9%.

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accounted for the lion’s share of exports and imports of
the CIS considered as a whole, with exports running to
72.2% and imports 56.6%. However, countries such as
Belarus, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova and Ukraine
did a large part of their foreign trade with othar CIS
countries.

The main CIS exporter to the rest of the world was
Russia, which accounted for 81.1% of total CIS exports in
1996.

In 1886 CIiS imports were 48.8 billion dollars, an increase
of 6.8% over 1995. The growth rate of imports from the
rest of the world was higher in 1295 compared with 1994
(24.4%) than it was in 1996 compared with 1995. This can
be largely explained by the limited extent of exporting
resources and foreign currency reserves in CIS countries.

Although by far the main CIS importer from the rest of the
world, Russia’s share (65.2%) continued to decline,
whereas those of Belarus, Uzbekistan and Ukraine
continued fo increass.

Over the period 1994 - 1996 the overall CIS balance of
trade with the rest of the world was positive and in 1996 it
stood at 39.9 billion dollars compared with 34.3 billion
dollars in 1985. As in previous years, Russia accounted

for the lion’s share of the foreign trade surplus {40.1 billion
dollars). Between 1994 and 1996, Russia, Tajikistan and
Ukraine ran a surplus with the rest of the world, whereas
in other CIS countries it varied from year tc year.

Recent years have seen no significant changes in the
geographical breakdown of CIS foreign trade. Despite a
reduction of the share of EU countries in overall exports in
1996 as compared with 1994 of 6 percentage points, and
in imports - of 4.5 percentage points, these countries
remain the major trade partners of the CIS.

Germany, ltaly, the Netherlands and the United Kingdem
remained among the most important EU trading partners.
In 1996 as compared with 1994 the share of the Baltic
states, USA, Dynamic Asian Economies (DAE), as well as
Near and Middle East countries increased both in expaorts
and in imports.

At the same time, individual CIS countries retained a
limited geographical spread of trading partners, which has
remained practicaily unchangad from year to year. Thus,
in 1996, 66% of Azerbaijan's exports went o Ilran, and
63% of imports came from Turkey, the United Arab
Emirates and Iran. 77% of Armenia’s exparts went to
Belgium, Iran and South Africa, with 44% of imports

(CHI G147
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coming from Iran and the USA. 51% of Belarus’s exports
went to Latvia, Lithuania, Poland and Germany, with 32%
of imports from Germany and the USA. 37% of
Kazakhstan's exports were to the UK, the Netherlands
and China, with 27% of imports from Germany and
Turkey.



Kyrgyzstan’s main trading partners were China and the
USA, taking 48% of exports, with 33% of imparts coming
from Germany, Turkey and the USA. 41% of Moldova's
exports went toc Germany and Romania, with 47% of
imports coming from Germany, Romania and Bulgaria.

In 1994-1996 the trade balance of the CIS ccuntries with
principal frade partners was positive. In 1996 as
compared with 1995 the positive balance increased in
trade with EU countries, Central and Eastern Europe,
Baltic states and China.

1.3 Extra-CIS trade by main product

The structure of CIS exports to the res{ of the world
reflects the potential resources of CIS countries. CIS
countries have traditionally been exporters of fuel and raw
materials, unprocessed and semi-finished products to the
rest of the world. 74% of Azerbaijan's exports consist of
petroleum products; 28% of Belarus’s exporis are crude
oil, petrcleum products and ferilizers;, #4% of
Kazakhstan’s exports are crude oil, petroleum products,
ferrous metal and refined copper; 33% of Kyrgyzstan's
exports are cotton and antimony. Even in a country like
Russia, 45% of exports consist of crude oil, petroleum
products and natural gas. In~1996 the volume of exports
of Russian il to the rest of the world increased by 10%
compared with 1995, for petroleum products the figure
was 25% and for natural gas 5%.

It should be noted that machinery accounts for only a
small proportion of CIS exports, and the list of products is
very limited. For example, machinery, equipment and
transport equipment accounts for only 1.4% of
Azerbaijan's exports, 1% of Kazakhstan’s, 7% of

Kyrgyzstan's, 5% of Moldova's and 8% of Russia’'s. These
same goods form a significant part of CIS imports
(Azerbaijan: 27%; Belarus: 33%; Kazakhstan: 41%;
Kyrgyzstan: 48%; and Russia: 37%).

Despite a reduction in purchases of consumer gocds from
the rest of the world, they remain the second item on the
list of CIS imports. In the case of individual CIS countries,
impaorts of these goods play a significant role in satisfying
consumer demand for foodstuffs and industrial goods for
domestic consumption. These goods account for between
29% and 48% of imports by CIS countries, and their
structure hardly changes from year to year. The main
imports are ceréals, meat and meat products, butter and
vegetable oil, flour, cereal grain, tea, coffee, alcoholic and
non-alceholic  beverages, tobacco products, textile
clothing, knitwear and footwear. This structure of trade
with the rast of the world produces a trade deficit in
machinery, equipment and transport equipment and also
in consumer goads.
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2. Intra-CIS trade

Redirecting CIS trade towards the rest of the world cannot
offset the losses from the breakdown of trading links
within the CIS. Over the period 1994 to 1996, trade
between CIS countries accounted for cver one third of
CI5 foreign trade. For countries in the Eurcpean Union,
this figure is over 60%. Individual CI3 countries, however,
are continuing to develop their intra-CIS ftrade. For

example, the volume of dispatches from Belarus to other
CIS countries is twice as high as for exports to the rest of
the world, in Georgia it is 1.8 times greater, in Kazakhstan
1.3 times, in Kyrgyzstan 3.5 times, in Moldova 2.1 times,
in Turkmenistan 2.1 fimes and in Ukraine 1.1 times
greater.

In order to develop intra-CIS trade, work is currently under
way in CIS countries to improve the system of foreign
trade links and its legal basis, and a Customs Union has
been formed by four countries: Belarus, Kazakhstan,
Kyrgyzstan and Russia.

The volume of dispatches to CIS countries in 1996 was
34.1 billion dollars, with arrivals standing at 37.4 billion
dollars, representing increases compared with 1995 of
12.3% and 10.5% respectively. Compared with 1995,
dispatches in 1996 to CIS countries from Azerbaijan,
Belarus, Georgia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Moldova,
Tajikistan and Turkmenistan increased at higher rates
than exports to the rest of the world, a trend that could be
seen in Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan and Russia for arrivals
from CIS countries.

During last three years, the trade balance deficit has
persisted in  Armenia, Belarus, Gecrgia, Moldova,
Tajikistan and Ukraine. The largest trade deficit in 1996
was registered in Ukraine (3.7 billion dollars}, Belarus (0.9
billien dollars) and Uzbekistan (0.6 billion dollars). The
major factor contributing to a persistent trade deficit in
these ccuntries in the framewark of the CIS is the
structure of their economies.

The increase in intra-CIS trade was mainly due to an
increase in the prices of traded goods (especially in power
distribution), at a time of falling physical volumes. In 1996
the value of dispatches of Russian coal to CIS countries
increased by 47%, and by 9% to countries in the rest of
the world; for crude cil the increases were 25% and 23%
respectively, for petroleum oil products on average 46%
and 26% respectively and for natural gas 3%% and 5%
respectively.

The fall in physical volumes was caused by a reduction in
praduction in CIS countries, non-payment on both sides
for previously supplied products and the desire to reduce
dependency on arrivals from individual CIS countries.

Within the CIS, the main trading partners are Russia (42%
of total intra-CIS trade), Ukraine (26%), Belarus (11%)
and Kazakhstan (9%), i.e. those countries with valuable
raw materials, primarily fuel.

The main items in intra-CIS trade are still mineral products
{the main exporters were Azerbaijan, Kazakhstan, Russia
and Turkmenistan), ferrous and non-ferrous metal
products (Russia, Belarus, Ukraine and Kazakhstan), and
machinery, equipment and transport equipment (Belarus,
Kazakhstan, Russia and Ukraine).

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During the pericd 1990-1996, the average annual growth
rate for extra-EU exports was 8.1%. This figure is due to
the combination of a sluggish trend during the early 80s
and a sharp upturn in EU sales to non-member counfries
starting in 1994. In actual fact, in 1996 extra-EU exports
were guite dynamic, with a growth rate of 5.8% over the
previous year.

Among the Member States, during the period under
consideration, Germany has always been the main extra-
EU exporter. accounting for 28.3% of the total in 1996,
and reaching a peak in 1991 with 30% of total exports.
France, Italy and the United Kingdom follow with shares
of 14.5%, 14.2% and 13.8% respectively in 1996.

With regard to extra-EU imports, during the period 1990-
1996, the average annual growth rate reached 4.7%. After
declining in 1993, EU purchases from nan-member
countries registered a sharp increase in 1994 (12.0%). In
1996, extra-EU imports grew by 3.3%, which meang 1.4
percentage points below the average annual growth rate
for the period 1990-1996.

Germany was the main outlet for exports from third
countries to the Union, with around a quarter of the total in
1996, followed by the United Kingdom (17.9%), France
(12.7%) and ltaly {(11%).

With regard to the extra-EU balance, as mentioned
ahove, the general trend over the past was for deficits to
be made. These deficits were greater during the early 80s
and 90s. However, since 1993 the extra-EU trade deficit
has been made up, and a surplus of US$ 55.1 bhillion was
reached in 1998 (an increase of US$ 19.3 billion over the
previous year).

At present, it should be pointed out that while the extra-
EU ftrade flows are in surplus, the balances of some
individual Member States are widely divergent.

After absorbing the shock of reunification in the early 90s,
Germany, in line with tradition, recorded the greatest
extra-EU surpluses among the Member States, reaching
a maximum of US$ 41.4 billion in 1996 (US$ 6.4 billion
increase over the previous year), Italy ranked in second

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place (US% 31.4 billion) and France was third (US§ 20.8
billion). These latter two countries, howeaver, showed quite
different trends. While France’s extra-EU balance as from
1985 was always in surplus except in 1990-1991, the
Italian structural deficit with non-EU countries was made
up only after the 1992 monetary crisis and the consequent
devaluaticn of the lira. This fact led ltaly to overtake
France and reach the secand place with an impressive
increase of US$ 12.1 billicn in its surplus in 1996
compared to the previous year (only US$ 0.7 billion for
France).

By contrast, the Netherlands and the United Kingdom
registered the highest deficits, totalling US$ 34.5 billion
and US$ 21.9 billion in 1996 respectively. Nevertheless,
the Duich deficit sheuld be seen in the light of its intra-EU
surplus and the country's transit role in EU trade.

as a whole. However, a major change in the structure of
extra-ELl) experts has occurred in the last few years. The
total share of the USA, Japan and EFTA in exports fell
from the 42.8% registered in 1990 to 35.6% in 1996.
Nevertheless, the USA is still the main individual partner
for extra-EU exports with an 18.3% share in 1996.

By contrast, the export share of the Asian markets (the
Dynamic Asian Economies (DAE), China, and other Asian
countries) grew from 20.9% in 1990 fo 24.7% in 1996.
During this peried, the share of exports to the DAE (froam
7.9% in 1990 to 11.2% in 1996) and China increased over
the more recent years, and this was only parti offset by
a reduction in the share of exports to other Asian
countries.

The Central and Eastern European countries (CEEC) and
the Commonwealth of Independent States (CIS) together

received 15.3% of extra-EU exports in 1996 - an over 5
percentage point increase over 1990, but approximately
the same share as in 1975. However, these two partners
have had different trends in EU-exports over the last few
years. On the cone hand, the CIS share remained stable
from 3.8% in 1890 to 4% in 1996. On the other hand,
CEEC figures increased sharply from 6.2% in 1990 to
11.3% in 1996, showing a reorientation of the trade of
these former Cemecon countries towards the EU.

African markets reduced their share by maore than three
percentage points between 1980 and 1996. As for Latin
America, its extra-EU exports share fell down during the
80s when the international debt crisis hit Latin American
economies hard. In the early 90s, with their economic
recovery, the EU exports share to these countries
stabilised at around 8%. With regard to Oceania, its extra-
EU exporis share fell during the 60s and 70s, and since
1991 it has remained at around 2.3%.

The group of industrialised countries constituted by the
USA, Japan and EFTA are by far the most important
suppliers of the European Union. However, since 1990,
their extra-EU imports share has been decreasing from
45.8% to 41.3% in 1996. This decline is due to the fall in
Japan’s share, from 12.1% in 1991 to 9% in 1996, while
the USA and the EFTA share have remained much more
stable (at around 19% and 13% respectively during the
same period).

The CEEC and CIS partners accounted for 9.9% in 1990
and 13.2% of total extra-EU imports in 1996. However,
this growth between 1990 and 1996 took place mainly
because the increase in the CEEC share offset the
decline in the CIS's percentage. This trend reflects the
economic changes which occurred in these countries
during these years. —_—

After the crisis that followed the dissolution of Comecon,
the Central and Eastern European countries quickly
redirected their trade towards the EU markets: in 1996,
their share of total extra-EU impoeris went up to 8.6%
compared with 5.4% in 1990. By contrast, as with exports,
the imports share of the CIS fell from 4.5% in 1990 to
4.1% in 1992 following the palitical dissolution of the
Soviet Union. In 1998 the CIS share registered the same
level as in 1980,

The DAE countries and China have become very
important suppliers to the European Union in recent
times. Their shares of total EU imports went up from 8.2%
and 2.6% in 1990 to 2.9% and 5.2% in 1996 respectively.
As regards other Asian countries, their extra-EU imports
share dropped from 11.2% in 1985 to 9.1% in 1996.

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The EU’s trade balance with the group of countries made
up by the USA, Japan and EFTA in general showed a
deficit over the past. Nevertheless, in the last four years,
considerable improvements have been recorded, mainly
due to the remarkable reductions in the bilaterat deficits
with Japan and the USA.

Trade with Japan still registered the biggest deficit in
1996, with a value of US$ 21.4 billion. However, in
relative terms (as a percentage of total trade with each
country), it was bilateral trade with China which recorded
the biggest defict in 1996 (34.3%), whereas Japan
ranked in second place for the same year (18.1%).

The Eurcpean Union has registered remarkable

improvements in its trading positions with the CEEC and
CIS. Taken together, their deficit, accounting for US$ 5.5

billion in 1920, shifted to a surplus of US$ 24.3 billion in
1996.

However, it must be pointed out that this improvement
was mainly due to the increased surplus with CEEC
partners, which in relative terms represented 17.2% in
1996 (US$ 26.3 billion).

The EU balance has also shown improvements with the
DAE and other Asian countries in the last few years,
reaching surpluses of US$ 15.9 billion and US$ 206
billion in 1996.

Since 1993 the EU has registered surpluses with Africa
and Latin America, representing 1.1% and 8% in relative
terms in 1996. Finally, the EU surplus with Oceania went
up from 1992 to US$ 8.4 billion in 1996. This was the
biggest surplus in relative terms (29.7%).

The Eurgpean Union is a ftraditional exporter of
manufactured products and this specialisation has
increased over the decade: in 1990, the share of
manufactured products in total extra-EU exports was
83%, while in 1996 this figure reached 87.5%.

Among manufactured products, the biggest share of
extra-EU exports was accounted for by machinery and
transport equipment (45.2% of total extra-EU exporis in
1996), showing constant growth since 1990. During the

period under consideration, the share of chemical
products grew slightly (from 11.5% in 1990 to 12.9% in
1996), while the group “Other manufactures” falled off at
around 29%.

The corresponding reduction in the share of raw materials
was mainly due to the declining importance of extra-EU
exports of food products (from 7.5% in 1990 to 6.6% in
1996). Meanwhile, exports of fuel products and crude
materiai were fairly stable between 2 and 3%.

The trend in exira-EU imports clearly shows the growing
role of manufactured products. Raw materials, still
representing a share of 53.1% of total extra-EU imports in
1980, accounted for only 28% in 1996. During the last twa
decades, various facters (such as the decline in primary
goods prices.in the mid-80s and the growing importance
of intra-industry trade) substantially modified the EU
import structure and consequently the share of
manufactured imports increased from 32.1% in 1980 io
69.3% in 1996.

In the early 80s, fuel products were the most relevant
category.

However, as from 1985 when raw materials prices fell, the
share of machinery and transport equipment started
increasing and it became the most impertant group of
products imported, reaching 32.3% in 1896 compared
with 13.7% for fuel products the same vyear. Other
manufactured products achieved a remarkable increase,
from 16.7% in 1980 t0 29.3% in 1996.

The Eurcpean Union economy, based on the
manufacturing industry, has a structural deficit in the
primary sector whicn accounted for US$ 117.6 billion in
1996.

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Intra-EU trade has always represented more than 50% of
the EU’s totai trade, and at present it is almost two-thirds.
In 1993, in spite of implementation of the internal market a
decline in the relative importance of intra-EU trade
occurred. It must be pointed out that since 1993, when the
internal market was introduced, the collection of intra-EU
data has been rearganised. A substantial drop in intrg-EU
figures, implying a certain degree of under-estimation of
flows, corresponded with the introduction of Intrastat. In
particular, arrivals are under-estimated, and dispatches
are considered the most reliable figure of infra-EU trade.
However, It is difficult to assess whether the shift in 1993
is a purely statistical phenomenon.

Furthermore, it must be stressed that the volume of intra-
EU trade did in fact increase significantly with the
enlargement of the EU in 1995, since the trade of Austria,
Sweden and Finland is strongly geared to the EU market.
Thus, the intra-EU share of total EU trade before the three
new Member States joined the EU was 58% in 1994. One

year later, in 1995, when the enlargement tock place, the
share of intra-EU trade reached around 64%. It must be
pointed out that the EU time series presented in this
publication does not show this shift, because it is
calculated as if all 15 Member States had belonged to the
EU since the beginning in order to keep the time series
stable. Nevertheless, the time series reflects the
increasing importance of intra-EU trade within total EU
trade. This has become possible because the links among
Member States’ economies have become stronger over
the last few decades.

The share cof intra-EU trade varies widely from one
Member State tc another. As a general rule, for relativefy
small countries such as Portugal, Belgium-Luxembaourg,
the Netherlands and Austria, the shares are higher, while
Germany and the United Kingdom have lower ratios.
Some couniries like France are in an intermeadiate
position.

Manufactured goods registered the highest share of total
intra-EU trade: 78.6% in 1996. As in the case of extra-EU
trade, the most dynamic product categories in the past
years has been machinery and transport equipment,
which grew from 36.2% in 1990 to 37.2% in 1996, and
chemicals products which increased 1.7 percentage
points during the same period.

With regard to raw materials, their intra-EU share
decreased from 17.3% in 1990 to 16.8% in 1896. In
particular, crude materials went down 0.8 percentage
point during the period under consideraticn.

in 1996, intra-EU trade as a percentage of total EU trade
in raw materials and manufactured products was fairly
similar (around 60% and 64%), although until 1992 the
ratio for manufactured products was always significantly
higher. This reflects the fact that extra-EU trade in
manufactured goods is becoming more impertant.

Major differences can be found between product
categories. In the case of raw materials the intra-EU ratics

for food products were conspicuously higher (71% in
1998) than those for fuel products and crude material
(around 44% and 57% respectively), which are more
oriented o extra-EU frade.

As for manufactured products, the intra-EU ratios for
chemicals were significantly higher (68%) than those for
machinery and transport equipment (63%).

The statistical discrepancies in intra-EU trade flows make
it difficult to assess the development of intra-EU trade
balances by Member States. This applies particularly to
the transition from 1992 and 1993. However, the following
can be concluded.

Since several years the most significant intra-EU surplus
has almost always been recorded by the Netherlands. In
1996 i reached US$ 47.4 billion, followed by Germany
{US$ 24.1 billion), Belgium-Luxembourg (US$ 15,8 billion}
and ltaly (US$ 12.7 billion). Nevertheless, the Netherlands
is a special case, as an important part of its trade is “in
transit” (i.e. coming from/going to outside the EU and
going to/coming from ancther Member State).

This is consistent with its large extra-EU deficit. As for
Germany, the fall in its infra-EU surplus which occurred in
1991 after reunification had taken place is evident. In
addition, Italy has shown a remarkable performance since
1993 after the devaluation of the lira, shifting from deficit
to surplus.

Greece, Austria, United Kingdom and Spain recorded the
largest intra-EU deficits among the EU countries since the
early 90s, totalling US$ 11.1 billion, US$ 14.5 billion, US$
10.4 billion and US$S 8.8 billion respectively in 1996.
