INTRODUCTION 

1. This fifty-fourth edition of the International Trade Statistics Yearbook (the Yearbook) 
provides the basic information for individual countries' external trade performances in terms of 
value, as well as in volume and price, the importance of trading partners and the 
significance of individual commodities imported and exported. This edition shows annual 
statistics up to the year 2005 for 173 countries or areas. It is published in two volumes. 

2. Similar to the last edition, the commodities in this issue are classified according to the 
Standard International Trade Classification ", Revision 3, instead of the SITC, Revision 
2, used in earlier editions. The SITC, Revision 3, came into force in 1988 together with the 
Harmonized Commodity Description and Coding System (IIS) and is structured in such a way 
that a close correlation exists with the headings of HS, which have been more and more used by 
countries since the early nineties as the primary tool for classifying goods at the Customs offices. 
By now, time series data are available in HS for almost aU countries a d  areas. These data are 
converted into SITC, Revision 3, and presented in tables 3 imd 4 of Volume I and the 
Commodity tables of Volume I1 of this Yearbook. 

3. Regional groupings are shown according to the regions used in the Millennium 
Development Goal Indicator Database (see htto://unstats.un.ordunsd/mi/mi eoa1s.a~~). The 
following regional groupings are applied in the Country tables of Volume I of this yearbook as 
well as in the Commodity tables and in Special Table A and H of Volume 11:

7. In July 2006, a new questionnaire on "National Compilation and Dissemination 
Practices" was sent out to all national agencies responsible for compiling international 
merchandise trade statistics. A new database on the practices was expected to be available on the 
Internet in September 2007. 

8. Given the economic importance of the European Union (EU), separate pages have been 
added for the external trade of the EU (with its 25 members) as a whole. These pages are given 
as a memorandum item just after the end of all the country pages. 

9. Volume I1 contains commodity tables showing the world trade of certain commodities 
analyzed by regions and countries and the Special Tables A to K. The regional structures used 
for the Commodity tables and Special Tables A and H are identical to that which is used in 
Volume I. For Special Tables D, E, F, I, J and K, the structure of the regional groupings is 
mostly in line with that of the earlier editions of the yearbook. 

10. Commoditv tables. These tables show imports and exports of commodities at the group 
(3-digit) level of the SITC, Revision 3. All groups are covered except for 286, Ores and 
concentrates of uranium and thorium; 345, Coal, water or other producer gases; 91 1, Postal 
packages not classified according to kind; and 961, Coid (other than gold coin), not being legal 
tender (for an explanation, see paragraph 1 1 below). The years covered are the five years 2001 to 
2005. The values are in U.S. dollars and both imports and exports are analyzed by regions and 
principal trading countries. A maximum of 25 countries are shown in order of magnitude, based 
on the sum of the values over the years 2001 to 2005, with imports and exports ranked 
separately. No quantity data are shown. 

11. In preparing these tables, in many cases estimates were made for countries whose data 
were not yet available and these are shown with an 'e'. In some cases, estimates were made for 
particular countries, and they were considered adeq-e to include in regional and world totals 
but not sufficiently explained to be published separately for the country; consequently, they have 
been $uppressed and only an 'e' appears in the table. The commodity groups mentioned in 
paragraph 10 above, (286,345,911 and 961) are suppressed from publication because they were 1 poorly reported and contain many estimates which are not sufficiently explainable. Strictly

reported ('true') data as a starting point. The minimum required reported input data are the 
import and export totals of a country. Sometimes other aggregated commodity i n f o d o n  is 
also available and is taken into account; this may inelude some 3-digit or other commodity totals 
reported by the country. The estimation procedure then takes the available reported data and 
initial estimates (which may be either (1) the 3-digit commodity totals of the m t r y  for an 
adjacent (reported) year or (2) the 3-digit commodity totals for the comtzy as reported by all its 
trading partners combined, for the given year) and scales them in such a way that at every level 
of the commodity classification the total of the commodity estima- and any reported data add 
up to the reported ('true') totals at the higher level and ultimatety to the totals of the imports and 
exports.
